The instrument, built in 1714 at a cost of 3,800F by Jean Boizard, organbuilder from Sedan, owes the conservation of its original
pipework to miraculous circumstances: it eluded fires both in 1715 and recently, in 1971 while the sale of the abbey and all its
outbuildings to Jean-Louis Lalouette, on May 4, 1791, protected it from revolutionnary actions; it was again spared during the
Frist World War and the metal requisition. A complete restoration was carried out in 1885 by organbuilder Renault, from Signy-
le-Petit, and in 1919, historian Félix Raugel pointed out the existence of this instrument.

Classified "historical monument" in 1950, the organ was dismantled before the 1971 fire to be stored in the workshops of
organbuilders Haerpfer and Herman. This firm was commissionned, in 1980, to completely restore the instrument to identical.
The restored instrument was inaugurated on September 24, 1983 by a recital played by André Isoir. The stoplist is the one from
1714 and the original diapason (one note below the actual diapason) was preserved while the adopted temperament for this first
restoration was the one of Lambert Chaumont in 1695 in his "organ book" (6 pure thirds and 2 wolf quints). The features make
the instrument familiar with classic 17th and 18th-century French repertoire.

In 1990, organbuilder Georg Westenfelder is commissionned to carry out the maintenance of the instrument and to complete
earlier interventions. In 1992, he replaced the keyboards and, in 1996, he reconstructed the cuneiform bellows before
undertaking the complete revision of the old pipework in the perspective of conservation. The new retained temperament is
Rameau's (C). These works, completed in June 1997, furthers the new influence of this large 8-foot 31-stop instrument with a
separated 4-foot Positif.
